3 & 4 Year Old Nursery / Kindergarten  
 Tuesday will be a regular day of school.

Grade 1 
Please remind your child to wear his name tag label (distributed at parent orientation). First grade students should enter the 
building through the Elementary School lobby.  Class lists will be posted and school personnel will be on hand to direct students to 
their respective classrooms. Please instruct your son not to hesitate to ask for help if he has any questions or concerns. The rebbeim, 
teachers, and other staff will do whatever they can to make his arrival as smooth as possible. 
 

Grades 2-5 

Student in grades 2 – 5 should proceed through the Elementary School lobby directly to the Old Gym for an opening assembly where 
they will receive their class assignments.
